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An IEP must establish an inspection, repair, and
maintenance (IRM) program.

Inspection, Repair, and Maintenance (IRM)
program elements 1

U Performing regular IME inspections.
U Repairing the problems you find.
U Maintaining IME between inspections.

U Creating a recordkeeping system for the program.

Preventative maintenance saves time and
money!
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|IEPs must retain records that indicate —

— The identification of the equipment
— A schedule of future maintenance with due date

— The date and nature of inspections and repairs.
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Driver Inspections

— Require each driver to complete a pre-trip inspection.

— Provide a location and space for drivers to conduct
these inspections.

— Quickly repair defects drivers find during pre-trip
Inspections or replace the equipment.
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— |[EP must have a process to receive reports.
— Drivers or motor carriers must report to the IEP or
designated agent any known vehicle deficiencies.

— Driver Vehicle Inspection Reports (DVIR)

— Must repair defects that are likely to affect the safety
of operation of the vehicle before the equipment is
used again.

— Keep repair documentation and DVIRs.

A qualified inspector must
iInspect all of your IME, at least,
once every 12 months.

You must keep the inspection
report or inspection sticker with the IME.

The person who performed the inspection
must sign the inspection report.

— Cite the IEP for violations.
— Issue a civil penalty to the IEP for violations.
— Place a specific IME unit or all units OOS.

— Prohibit the IEP from interchanging equipment
from one or more of its locations.

— Propose a cooperative safety plan.

— Recommend improvements.
